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2. DESCRIPTION

1) AIR CLEANER FILTER(ltem 1)
This warning label is positioned on the air

2) RADIATOR CAP(ltem 2)
This warning label is positioned on the

radiator.
A Never open the filler cap while engine =
running or at high coolant temperature. i -

3) FUELING(ltem 3)
This warning label is positioned on the right ACAUTION
side of fuel filler neck.

A Stop the engine when refueling. All
lights or flames shall be kept at a safe
distance while refueling.

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4) BATTERY ACCIDENT (Item 4)

This warning label is positioned on the
battery cover.

A Electrolyte containing sulfuric acid cause
severe burns. Avoid being in contact
with skin, eyes or clothes. In the event of
accident flush with sufficient water, call a
physician immediately.

% Maintain the electrolyte at the
recommended level. Add distilled water
to the battery only when starting up,
never when shutting down.

With electrolyte at proper level, less
space may cause the gases to be
accumulated in the battery.

7) REDUCTION GEAR GREASE(ltem 7)
This warning label is positioned in the front
of upper frame.

A Grease is under high pressure.

Grease coming out of the grease plug
under pressure can penetrate the body
causing injury or death.

8) KEEP CLEAR-REAR(ltem 8)

This warning label is positioned on the
counterweight.

A To prevent serious personal injury or
death keep clear of machine swing
radius.

A Do not deface or remove this label from
the machine.
