2. DESCRIPTION

1) BATTERY ACCIDENT (ltem 1)

battery cover.

A Electrolyte containing sulfuric acid cause
severe burns. Avoid being in contact
with skin, eyes or clothes. In the event
of accident flush with sufficient water,
call a physician immediately.

% Maintain the electrolyte at the
recommended level. Add distilled water 17
to the battery only when starting up, ﬁ;
never when shutting down. :

With electrolyte at proper level, less
space may cause the gases to be
accumulated in the battery.

A Extinguish all smoking materials and
open flames before checking the battery.

A To prevent serious personal injury or
death keep clear of machine swing
radius.

A Do not deface or remove this label from
the machine.

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19) CLAMP-LOCKING (Item 27)

This warning label is positioned on the right
side window of cab.

A Serious injury or death can result from
dropping bucket.

A Operating the machine with quick clamp
switch unlocked or without safety pin of
moving hook can cause the bucket to
drop off.

20)SAFETY FRONT WINDOW(ltem 29)
This warning label is positioned on the left
side frame of the cab.

A Be careful that the front window may be
promptly closed.

21) ALTERNATE EXIT(ltem 30)
This warning label is positioned on the
inside of rear window.

% The rear window serves us an alternate
exit.

x To remove rear window, pull the ring and
push out the glass.

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22) CABIN RH PILLER DECAL(ltem 32)
This warning label is positioned on the right
side piller of the cab.

A Be careful that the front window may be
promptly closed.

A Study the operator's manual before
starting and operating machine.

A Serious injury or death can result from
contact with electric lines.
An electric shock being received by
merely coming into the vicinity of an
electric lines, the minimum distance
should be kept considering the supply
voltage as page 1-7.

A Be careful to operate machine equipped
with quick clamp or extensions.
Bucket may hit cab or boom, boom
cylinders when it reached vicinity of
them.
